This photo is of the Mouth of the Klamath River.  It 

is the heart of the Yurok language of the downriver 

people, from Weitchpec south.  At the mouth every-

thing goes from there.  You go from there either way.  

If you go up the Klamath or the two sides of the 

ocean, toward Trinidad or to Wilson Creek  when you 

leave the mouth whichever way youõre going , its con-

sidered òupriveró because everyone speaks the same 

at the mouth.  Start heading up the river and the far-

ther you go up away from the mouth.  If youõre at the 

mouth and want to go to Trinidad  itõs going òupó the 

river the ocean way.  And the language changes as 

you go.  Then when you head toward Crescent City you 

are heading òupó and away from the mouth.  Each dia-

lect is a hair different and there are three terms 1. 

Nerõerõner that is the coast ocean people term 2. Pu 

lik lah from south from pechõsech-lar and 3. Puhlick  - 

downriver  

It is said that when a boat tips and all the people fall 

over they become shells by the mouth. Some go north 

(dentalia) some go south (abalone).

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Cornflake Macaroons 
2 cups Cornflakes 

1 cup shredded coconut 

2 egg whites (beaten stiff) 

1 cup sugar 

1/2 teaspoon vanilla extract 

1/2 teaspoon almond extract 

Parchment paper for baking 

Butter 

Step 1 

Beat egg whites in a glass bowl until stiff (make 

sure the bowl and beaters are very clean and free 

from grease). 

Step 2 

Gently fold in sugar, vanilla and almond extracts, 

coconut and cornflakes. 

Step 3 

Cut parchment paper to fit cookie sheet and rub 

lightly with butter.  Drop teaspoonfuls of mix onto 

the cookie sheet and flatten slightly.  Mix will be 

slightly crumbly, but the cookies will òglueó them-

selves together while baking.  Bake at 350* for 

12-15 minutes or until golden brown.   

Let cool on pan and then gently remove with a 

spatula.   

Note: if you donõt have parchment paper, you can 

use a non-stick cookie sheet and rub with lots of 

butter so the cookies will come off the pan. 

Makes 24 cookies
