The Housing Authority is almost at its Fiscal year
end (September30). The Fiscal Staff becomes very
busy as we are closing books to be audited. Also
we have the Annual Performance Report (APR) that
is due to HUD at that time. The APR tells HUD what
YIHA has accomplished through out this last year.
HUD is just one of our funding sources but it is the
largest, second largest is the Bureau of Indian Af-
fairs- Housing Improvement Program.

Other smaller programs are United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture (USDA) Housing Preservation
Grant and Northern California Indian Development
Council (NCID@Work Site AgreemendOn the Job
Training (OJT) Grant. If you are not sure if you qual-
ify for any of these programs be sure and put in an
application, you just might be surprised.
