The race represents 



Our Local Joe this month is 

Margaret Webster. Born 

and raised right here in 

Klamath, November 16th, 

1940. Margaret arrived in 

this world a preemie, born 

at her aunts house, kept in 

a show box and warmed in 

the oven until she could 

be taken to the hospital 

and kept in an incubator 

for 3 months. She recalls 

the old days when her and 

her cousins would play 

house in the woods, using 

bottles and cotton for the 

bodies of dolls and flowers 

for their heads. Huila 

skirts, made of fern 

branches, were their ward-

robe. She remembers the 

huge gardens they kept 

upriver where they lived in 

Haa-wok village before the 

big flood of 1964 wiped 

out everything. Looking 

back, she shuddered at 

the huge waves of the 

river, equivalent to those 

on a stormy sea. She 

laughed when she remi-

nisced about the stills her 

grandfather hid, which 

supplied the whiskey at 

the old town site Three 7õs 

saloon, owned by Pat Mur-

phy. òI remember the day 

when the law changed and 

Indians were allowed to 

enter the bars and mix 

with the white people.ó 

Margaret says. òThings 

have changed a lot since 

those days, life was much 

simpler. Even so, Iõm 

happy with my life and 

couldn't be more proud of 

my children and the way 

they turned out. Life is 

good.ó, says Margaret.

C O M M U N I T Y  S E R V I C E S  SP O T L I G H T 

This time of year often seeõs 

tribal ceremonies such as the 

Brush Dance. This ceremony 

is held to heal a sick child or 

to pray for a long, healthy life 

for a child. The medicine 

doctor and helpers , along 

with the child and family, 

begin the dance on Wednes-

day. Actual dancing begins on 

Thursday  night with two 

dances. Dancing resumes on 

Saturday night and lasts until 

the early morning hours on 

Sunday. An overall belief of 

Yurok people is that you go to 

the dance with a good heart. 

You leave all your anger, 

meanness, and other bad 

feelings behind, including 

enemies. It is important that 

you are aware of certain 

dance òrulesó before attend-

ing (i.e. not entering òmenõs 

campó if you are female). If 

you plan to participate, either 

as spectator or dancer, and 

need more detailed informa-

tion about the dances, ask a 

tribal elder, dance leader, or 

the Tribes Culture Committee 

for assistance.  
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
