Basketry was an expres-

sive vehicle of the tribes 

individuality and embod-

ied its beliefs, folklore 

and traditions. Baskets 

were used for food gath-

ering, preparation and 

storage, and also as gifts 

and trading items. Mate-

rials used in Yurok Bas-

ket weaving can be wil-

low, hazel sticks, spruce 

roots, bear grass, 

maiden hair fern, and red 

alder, etc.  In the early 

1900õs there was a huge 

market for Indian Baskets  

due mainly to the belief 

that Indians were vanish-

ing.
